The ‘tenn Peranakans or “Straits-born Chinese” generally refers to the
descendants ot the early Cnhinese immigrants who married indigenous women
from the Malay Archipelago. The Chinese immigrants seftied and raised
families in the bustiing ports of Malacca, Singapore and Penang — which under
the British rule were known as the "Straits Settlements”. The terms ‘Baba’ and
